Nominalisation means turning verbs into nouns.
This helps you:

e sound more formal and analytical
e avoid repetition
e develop more sophisticated answers

2.Basic @ Advanced

Example 1.
Los jovenes conectan menos con Sus amigos
— La conexion con sus amigos es menos frecuente

Example 2:
Las redes sociales influyen mucho en los jovenes
— La influencia de las redes sociales en los jovenes es significativa

Example 3:
La economia crece rdpidamente
— El crecimiento econdmico es rdpido

3.Useful transformations

e conectar — |la conexion

o influir = la influencia

e Crecer — el crecimiento

e desarrollar = el desarrollo

e cambiar = el cambio

e mejorar = la mejora

e [ograr — el logro

e desaparecer — |la desaparicion
e concienciar — |a concienciacion

These are especially useful for topics such as environment, education and social issues.
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4 How to use it In exams

Use nominalisation when:
e analysing ideas
e developing arguments
e giving more formal answers
e avoiding repetition

5.Combine structures (Band 5 skill)

Don’t overuse nominalisation.

MixX:
e verb structures — natural
e nominal structures — analytical

Example:

Las redes sociales influyen mucho en los jovenes.
La influencia de las redes sociales es especialmente significativa en la actualidad.

6.Common mistake

Overusing nominalisation makes your Spanish sound unnatural. Use it strategically, not
constantly

7.Final tip
Ask yourself:

Can | express this idea in a more analytical way?
If yes — try nominalisation.
